
A Tale Of Two Flagons in the mid 1930s. (Neate and Mundey). 

 

The collector Edward R Paton (collecting c1920-c1950) kept together 

a good number of his purchase and collection details. 

Amongst them are the following correspondence. There is no 

comment linking the two writers in this matter. 

The dating is interesting as 1935-36 is when much went wrong for 

Richard Neate. The Richard Mundey letter also perhaps establishes 

the address he was using for trading from in 1936 (as for 1931) and 

by his own writing it looks like he was on the Caledonian Market for 

most of the 1930s before opening his shop in 1939. 

The Paton correspondence seen has only one other transaction 

shown with Neate and that was in 1927 and no transactions shown 

with Mundey. 

Perhaps readers should keep an open mind. It does seem however 

that Paton a collector of some years experience and a member of the 

Society of Pewter Collectors (1934 to 1949) had certain views 

regarding these flagons referred to. 



























It looks as though the collector probably discussed or wrote about his experiences with Richard 

Neate with A T ISher of Cheltenham who were one of his most regular sources.

 Neate and Mundey were not the only suppliers he had difficulties with Flagons here is a reference 

to another Flagon he appeared sure was wrong. 

It should be noted clearly that Casimir acknowledged his customer's concerns and credited him 

without problem.
