This interest in Englefields and their predecessors Brown and Englefields was stirred by a 

comment in a scrap book owned by early old pewter collector and a founder of the Society 

of Pewter Collectors  - Walter Churcher. 

Referred to below are a number of Englefields catalogues whose detail ought to weary all 

but the determined reader!

This is detailed on the first page following this. Simply put he identified a piece shown as a 

mystery by a well published and acknowledged collector as being an Englefields (Brown & 

Englefields) Vase which had likely been made from an 1867 mould and less than 50 years 

before he was writing this in 1920.

So that led to the first Brown & Englefields catalogue of around 1903/04 and to look at what 

he might be referring to. This has a printed orange front cover. 

One of the additional remarkable features of this Brown and Englefields Catalogue is the 

display of catering moulds - this writer has seen no other of such range and detail. That 

includes all other such catalogues as seen produced by Englefields, whenever.

The Second of these Brown and Englefield catalogues may or might not be earlier than the 

first - there is simply no way this writer can tell to date it - it looks earlier feels earlier, is 

simpler and more crudely presented 

. It deals with Artistic Pewter in an age when artists and artistes held Old pewter dinners 

with celebrity artist and actors attracting press attention with the collectors of Old Pewter. 

It looks older - but then! It is headed simply Pewter Ware on a light brown cover.

The fourth of these - this has a blue cover with - Crown and Rose Cast Pewter Ware - as its 

title. 

It is a Brown and Englefields Catalogue over-stamped Englefields implying that it is about 

1930 when it was issued. 

The reason for including it is that the range is far more extensive. 

Yes you will spot that many other pieces shown before are included herein - however a 

good number of others are also included and the years have move on.

5) this is almost a version of the above cut up by some previous contributor/collector with 

individual sizes against each one  -so taken from a very similar catalogue but not that one 

and this might give the eager readers more detail - though we could guess most readers will 

think they have seen this before and better put together! (and move on!)

The fifth of the Englefields catalogues of pewter shown here is certainly later maybe the 

middle of the 1900s. Within and with no particular order are photographs of their ranges 

being produced then.

a) Englefields - An Appreciation - a circular of theirs dealing with their history and their 

methods of production. 

b) Englefields an undated price list - but likely the middle of the 1900s. 

c) Englefields - Hand Made English Cast pewter - likely again the middle of the 1900s with

In the year 1700, Thomas Scattergood set lip in business here 
in the heart of London to ply his trade as a craftsman Pewterer 
and, through him and his successo rs in this family business, 
have been handed down to us the skills and knowledge of this 
ancient craft. 

It is with pardonable pride we claim to be the oldest general 
manufacturing Pewterers in England and, throughout ou r 
long history, we have never deviated from traditional methods 
of production as practised by our forebears, Today, "Crown & 
Rose" cast Pewter enjoys the reputation of being the finest cast 
Pewter in the world- a tribute not only to the Founders but 
10 the skill of our craftsmen today, 

The late William James EnglefieJd , who served as Master of 
the Worshipful Company of Pewterers, was for many years 
the only practical authority on Pewter in this ancient Ci ty 
Livery, whose records date back to 1348. An Act of Parliament 
of 1503 gave the Worshipful Company authority to control 
the Trade, making it compulsory for all Pewterers to stamp 
their ware with a Touchmark and to register their mark on 
the Touch Plates of the Company, T his continued until the 
year 1824 and it is by this means the date and maker of antique 
pieces can be determined. 

A very interesting event lOok place in 1885; for in that year 
we took an active part in the procession of the Lord Mayors 
show. The craftsmen of our Company were in thc costume of 
Kin g Edward I V's day and the processional car represented a 
Pewterers' shop in which the processes of casting, turning, 
hammering, soldering and finishing were shown in operation. 
Pewter medals commemorating the occasion were cast and 
distributed to the populace lining the route . 

Pewter is an alloy, mainly composed of tin to which is added 
co pper, antimony, silver etc. In the process of manufacture the 
molten Pewter is poured into gun-metal moulds-many of 
which have been in our possession for upwards of 200 yea rs. 

T he resultant castings are then turned on the lathe by hnnd and 
finished by special processes. In casting, the crystals which are 
formed by the hardening alloys remain undist urbed and in 
their full strength. In the case of Britannia metal, which is of 
similar composition 10 good pewter, these crystals are crushed 
during the process of rol!ing the sheets preparatory to spinning, 
which softens the metal and lessens ifs strength and durability. 
Among the many virtues of cast Pewter, in which we speciali se, 
is it's subdued and restful patina, coupled with the fact that it 
requires the minimum of attention. To maintain "C ROWN & 
ROSE" in its original condition all that is necessary is to 
wash the Pewter in warm water, to which a little detergent is 
added, followed by drying with a soft cloth in the same 
direction as the metal has been turned, 
To the uninitiated, Pewter and beer Tankards are synonymo us 
terms, The fact is our range is su rprisingly wide and varied­
mnging from Tankards, Flagons, Goblets. spouted Jugs, 
Candlesticks, Cond iment Sets, Tea and Coffee services, 
Flower Vases, Presentation Bowls and Dishes 10 the many and 
va ried requirements of lovers of " My Lady Nicotine", 
I n both traditional and contemporary homes Pewter is a perfect 
foil and the demand for this lovely metal is deservedly increas­
ing in both Home and Overseas markets. 
Despite the tradition associated with our Company, we are 
constantly creating new designs of grace and simplicity and it is 
our resolve 10 maintain at all times the highest standards of 
craftsmanship and finish.
