Hall, Wells Cathedral and "IB" at Fitzwilliam's

H 211, 
Base 168, drip pan 98, stem 35, sconce 70/72. (MW 

under base could be ownership?) 

Very small, octagonal, no marks(?), CB­
related (?), reeded edges, height 153 mm, 

(Sothebys July, 22, 1976, £460.-) Relates 
to Newbury pair. 



Michaelis No. 131, no sizes, scalloped edges, Type 
1LI A. 

Type III A, by "W- under -crown" scalloped 
edges, height 203 mm, base 152 mm, (!sher sale 
April 27, 1976, lot 24, £ 1.000.-) The mark may 
have been misread - it could be I.I under crown/or 
Jonathan Ingles? 

Type III A, Fitzwilliam Mus, massive pair by William 
Lewis, c. 1690, acc. No. NAV.M. 197AB-1933. 12 facets on 
base, stem etc. Steps on drip tray repeated underneath. H295, 
Db 213, Ddrip140,Dsconce 88. (Condemned by Peel.) 
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Colonial Williamsburg type Ill A (no details 
yet) . 

Pewterers' Hall No. 40 I, traces of mark on 
top of sconce. H l95, Hstem 130, Dstem 
32/39, Dbase l44, Ddtl0 6, Dsc68. Similar to 
Michaelis ill. 130, also with over-sized drip 

tray. 

Michaelis ill. 130, (middle pie.), H 160, relates closely to 
Pewterers's Hall No. 401. No recorded candlestick has 
this large drip tray (in relation to the base) other than 
Pewterers' Hall 40 I. Note flat section of drip tray - also 
much larger than normal which could easily mean that 
this drip tray forms the base of a smaller c/s! 



Michaelis No. 130 (pair - left in pie.) HI 08. 
This is a very small candlestick with over sized 
drip tray. 

Arlington Court (Nat Trust) CS13 - M339, ex 
Chichester coll. Grooves scored from the top as 
Fitzwilliam 's bat. H 185, Db 133, Ddt84, Dstem 
38(?). Relates to Michaelis Fig. 129 and base also 
to ofFitzwilliam's NAV.M.165-1933, also with 
scored edges. Note steep flare of pillar stem down 
to drip tray. 

Michaelis Fig. 129, no sizes given, relates very closely to 
Arlington, showing clear evidence of cleaning with abrasives 
followed by polishing on a buffer. Edge decoration heavily 
scored emulating the more elaborate method of soldering base­
strips to the underside. Wide drip tray appears smaller on 

Michaelis' ill. due to camera angle. Note steep angle of plate 
base. Sconce on the Mich. ill. is very strange and possibly a 
replacement of a fixed sconce which belongs to this simpler 

made provincial baroque style candlestick.

(remarked upon as "terraced base" which fits in 
here). 

"Indistinct touch on sconce". Height 194 mm, 
single. Sothebys 13.6. I 977, (the Bradshaw sale), 
£ 1.650.-. Relates closely to three other cs's on this 
page, two illustrated. 

"I.?." in diamond touch on sconce, pair, 
octagonal bases (the plate-rims) missing, 
height 178 mm. Sothebys October 31, 
1985, lot 14. (£1050.-/pair). Relates closely 
to Churcher cs. Mark could be "I.B." on 
both. The mark should be compared with 
"J.B." on Company cs No. 603 above.
