GENERAL REMARKS.

HE Collection of Pewter exhibited in Taunton

Castle Museum has been brought together in the

‘West of England, and picked up almost exclu-
sively in Somerset and Devon.

[t is rich in Church Plate, and contains a unique series
of Tankards and Measures, illustrating the changes of
fashion and development of these pots in the XVIIL,
XVIII., and early XIX. Centuries. A series of Scotch
Measures is shown with these, some of the Scotch forms
differing in fashion from contemporary English Measures.
These latter are mostly from the North of Scotland.

In the series of Spoons, in order to render the collection
representative, latten (brass) spoons have been included ;
silver, latten, and brass spoons being identical in fashion
with those of pewter; the latter are scarce, and being so
readily broken, few have survived of the enormous
quantities made.

The large variety of pieces of Pewter made for the
dinner-table, and the innumerable small articles, are
scarcely represented in the portion of the collection here
exhibited, for want of space.

At the end of the XVIII. and in the XIX. Centuries, tea,
coffee, and chocolate pots, hot-water jugs, cream jugs, &c.,
were extensively made in Pewter and Britannia metal (really
a good quality of Pewter). These are generally of little
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interest to the collector, as the shapes are, as a whole,
unsuited to the material, and are but poor imitations of
plated wares. These have been excluded from the scope
of the collection.

The composition of Pewter varies considerably. The
best, plate metal, as regulated by numerous rules of the
Pewterers’ Company, differs little from nine parts of tin
to one of antimony, with an infinitesimal proportion of
cnppc‘r. This metal was very generally marked with a
crowned X. Hollow ware (cups, tankards, and measures)
varies from an alloy of the above character, to one of two
parts of tin to one of lead in public-house measures.

Pewter was cast in gun-metal moulds. These moulds
originally belonged to the Guilds, and were lent out to
members. Plate moulds were in two halves; the molten
metal was poured in from the edge, the plate or dish being
afterwards turned on a lathe; and plates, dishes, and
spoons were hammered on a stake to stiffen them. The
undersides of plates generally show regular rows of
hammer-marks round the bouge.

Tankards and Measures were made in two parts,
soldered together, finished on the lathe, the handles,
spouts, &c., being separately cast, and soldered on.



MARKS ON PEWTER.

Pewter marks are verv complicated and very imper-
fectly understood. The History of the Pewterers’ Co. of
London (Welch), Massey's Pewter Plate, and Ingleby
Wood's Scotch Pewter and Pewterers, give rules of the
Guilds without number, lists of marks, and lists of
Pewterers. But all records are very incomplete. The
regulations were so constantly evaded, marks were so
continually used dishonestly, and the greater part of the
Pewter not marked at all, that the identification of a mark
(when it is found and is decipherable) is rare.

The marks when found are of four kinds :—

1. Touch-marks—the maker's touch or sign—which
should be registered by the Pewterers’ Guild to which he
belonged.

2. Quality marks. The crowned X generally. Origin-
ally a crowned rose ; afterwards often used as a touch
mark, and indiscriminately used without authority or
reason, especially on foreign Pewter and sometimes on
modern forgeries.

3. Hall-marks, or rather imitation hall-marks (more or
less imitations of the silver marks and objected to by the
Goldsmiths’ Company, but freely used), are not under-
stood, and seem to have been mainly used for ornamental
purposes. They often include the initials of the maker’s
name, when they help in the identification of the touch
mark, if there is one. The leopard’s head, Britannia, lion,
&c., do not, we believe, convey any information ; the
thistle may be on a Scotch piece, or a harp on an Irish (?).
Silver Pewter is a myth ; silver never entered into the
composition of Pewter.
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4. Excise marks, of the town where the measure was in
use, and often the date.

Many of the finest pieces are unmarked, but in collect-
ing, other things being equal, marked pieces have had the
preference.

SPOONS.

1—21. Spoons of the XIV. to XVIII. Centuries.
Nos. 1—=2 are XIV. or XV. Century, and very rare. No. 3,
XVI. Century, has a top in the form of a lion sejant (see
illustration on p. 20). Nos. 4—8 are of the slip-top
variety, No. 8 being in latten. No. ¢, also in latten,
XVII. Century, has the divided top, known as pied de
biche. Nos. 11—12, seal-top Spoons, XVII. Century in
date, are also of latten. The remainder are of the variety
known as Rat-tailed, from the rib continuing the line of the
handle down the back of the bowl, which was kept thick
for strength. These XVIII. Century Spoons have oval
bowls, the earlier ones being pear-shaped.

23, 24, Gun-metal Moulds for the casting of rat-
tailed spoons. These, with a number of spoons, were
found in the neighbourhood of Bideford. A local tradition
says a maker of Pewter Spoons, of the name of Simon
Sanders, formerly lived at Langtree, near Bideford.

Most of the Spoons have interesting marks.

22. Set of twelve Spoons in old wooden rack of Dutch
make, about 1680 ; roughly cast, in metal of poor quality,
soft, 7.e., containing a large proportion of lead.
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CHURCH PLATE IN PEWTER.

A great deal of Pewter was used for Church vessels
after the Reformation. Of pre-Reformation Church Plate
in Pewter none remains, if any was in use.

A XIII. Century Chalice is at Orchardleigh,* 4} ins. high
and 4% ins. in diameter at the lip, with knop and circular
foot ; but this is a Coffin Chalice, i.e., one buried with a
priest.  Similar Chalices of pewter or lead are to be
seen in the British Museum, and one in the small collection
of Pewter at South Kensington. A considerable quantity
of Pewter Plate still remains in the Churches of Somerset-
shire. (See the ““ Inventory of Church Plate in Somerset,”
by the Rev. E. H. Bates, in the Proceedings of the Somersel-
shire Archaological Society, vols. xliii.-xlix.)

Much, however, has passed into private hands, and
the particular church from which the various specimens
come can rarely be ascertained. In the case devoted to
“ Relics from Somersetshire Churches " are exhibited a
set of Pewter Plate from Thornfalcon Church and a fine
Flagon from Old Cleeve Church. (Deposited on loan.)

The Flagons (thirty or more, mentioned in the Pro-
ceedings, vols. xliv. and xlv.) vary from 5¢ ins. to 15 ins. in
height. In one case there is a pair; six are dated from
1633 to 1730. Other pieces are rare, especially Chalices.
Ordinary plates often occur as Patens, and the Alms-
dishes here and elsewhere do not differ from dishes made
for secular use.

In Devonshire there are two fine pairs of Flagons in

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Tavistock Church (figured in The Connoisseur, vol. xviii.,
p- 58), and a Bowl ; a Flagon, Plate, and Basin, at Comb-
martin ; at Luxore, a Plate : some Pewter Plate at Pilton
(near Barnstaple), including three Flagons; at Stoke
Rivers, a fine Flagon of the type of No. 26.

FLAGONS.
32 & 33, 35 & 36. These pairs of Flagons, as

those at Tavistock, appear to be the successors of the pre-
Reformation Cruets, and were probably used in some
churches where the use of the mixed Chalice was continued.
(See Nos. 18g and 18¢a.)

189, 189a. A pair of Altar Cruets, XVII. Century,
Flemish.

27—34. The carlier Flagons of the XVII. Century
are of two types, with and without a knob on the lid,
and are like the contemporary, or slightly earlier, silver
Flagons of 1620 and onwards. Nos. 27 to 34 are good
examples of these two types; Nos. 32 and 33 are a pair,
one having lost its lid ; No. 31 is said to come from Kilve,
Somerset. No. 34 from Ashford, Devon, is an instance of
the base uses to which Church Pewter may through
venality come. Formerly in Ashford Church, it was
acquired from a neighbouring farmer, who used it for his
horses’ drenches, and it has become much corroded in
consequence. Nos. 27, 29, 30, 31, 32, and 34 are figured
in the photographic group, Plate I.

26, 26a. No. 26, from Stanton St. Bernard, Glos.,
and No. 26a, from Chawleigh, Devon, are of the latter part
of the XVII. Century (figured in accompanying illustra-
tions): The covers are domed, and the handles more
elaborate, but they retain the spreading base which gives so
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much solidity. These Flagons are good instances of
graceful outline, simplicity, and perfect adaptability to the

purpose and material : as consummate a piece of crafts-
manship as anything that was ever made in Pewter. In

No. 26a the entasis, the subtle curve upwards and inwards
of the sides, is very unusual.

35—38. Nos. 35 and 36 are from a Somersetshirce
Church, and, having laid long disused and untouched, are
covered with a beautiful uniform patina. In these, and

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Nos. 37, 38, and 39, the change in form which came in
with the XVIII. Century is seen, the high-domed lids, and
outlines broken by many mouldings. They are much
lighter than the XVII. Century Flagons, but of good
workmanship and excellent metal.

39—41. These belong to the first half of the XIX.
Century ; though of excellent workmanship they clearly
exhibit the dving days of the pewterer’s industry.

42, A Scotch Church Flagon, a type prevalent in
the Episcopal and Presbyterian Churches for many years.
This XVIII. Century Flagon is of a form entirely different
to the English.

CHALICES AND PATENS.

47. The collector of Pewter will find that Chalices
are the rarest form of Communion Plate. This XVII.

43, 44. Chalice and Paten (plate) from a Church
near Bridgwater. A similar Chalice, No. 48, is figured in
Plate II. These are of the XVIII. Century.

45, 46, Chalice and Paten said to have come from
West Quantockshead. These, with No. 44 (a variety with
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two handles), and Nos. 48a, 48b, and 48c, are of the XVIII.
Century.

49, Paten, with foot, belongs to the same set of
Communion vessels as the Flagons Nos. 35 and 36, and is
of the XVIII. Century.

50. Paten on foot, decorated, with engraving on the
upper surface, XVIL Century, from Bideford ; figured in
the accompanying illustration. .

50a. Paten on foot, decorated, from Lapford, Devon.
51, 52, Two Patens of the XVII. Century. No. 51,

from Bideford, is engraved with a floral design, and is
figured in Plate I1.
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MEASURES.

83. The earliest Measure of the series. A Measure
of the same shape, but larger, found at a depth of 18 ft.
in Holborn, is in the Victoria and Albert Museum, and has
a crowned HR among other marks. This type possibly
dates from the XVI. or XVII. Century. A Measure of
the same character is in another part of the Muscum (lent

by Mr. H. Franklin).

54—56. Measures of a type often called the
“ Channel Island type,” from the fact that many examples
in collections have come from there. A slightly different
Measure is the common Cyder Measure of Normandy, with
the same flat lid and thumb-piece, many of which are
imported and bought by English collectors as Tappit Hens.
Probably a common XVII. Century design that has
survived longer in France than in England, and the form
from which the Scotch derived the Tappit Hen.

Nos. 191—3 are a set of Measures of this type from
Cornwall.

No. 55 has London marks and was found in Holborn.

No. 54 bears a Guernseyv mark.

56b. A fine specimen of the Charles II. Tankards
so rare in Pewter (see accompanying illustration). The
silver tankards of identical design are well known, and
eagerly acquired by collectors at very high prices.

57—80. Baluster-shaped Measures, the typical
tavern Measure throughout England, and occasionally
found North of the Tweed. Date: Middle of the XVII.
to the middle of the XVIIL. Century. The evolution in
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the thumb-pieces, and in the curve of the sides, should be
noted, as a guide, in the absence or indistinctness of marks,
in dating them approximately; the fuller the curves,
generally speaking, the later the date. The bell-metal
moulds in which the Measures were cast were so lasting

83, 84. These are also of Scotch make, and in
Scotland called “ Irish Measures.”
TAPPIT HENS.

8594, The “ Tappit Hen " is a Scotch Measure
differing in design from the Measures of any other
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country. When they were first made is not known ; one
in the Museum of Antiquities at Edinburgh is dated in the
touch-mark 1669. Marks are very rare.

The uvsual sizes are: The Scotch pint, equal to three
pints English, Nos. 85, 88—z ; the Chopin equals one-
and-a-half pints English, No. 86; and the Matchkin
equals three gills English, No. 87. These generally con-
stituted a set. The smaller Measures, Nos. 93 and g4, are
very scarce. No. 88 is figured in the accompanying
illustration.

The Tappit Hens are of two types, crested and uncrested,
the uncrested being the earlier. The * plowk,” or
“pluke,” is a pimple-shaped lump of pewter inside the
lip, showing the height to which the measure was to be filled.
“ Tappit Hen " is a slang term. They were called pints
or quarts indifferently, according to the locality. The
Tappit Hen was not a drinking vessel, the liquor being
poured out into tumbler-shaped cups.*

SCOTCH MEASURES,

95—-103. Scotch standards of measuring were in a
most mixed condition till the Union, when the English
standard was ordered to be used, an order systematically
disregarded in most places, until 1835, when the English

* Mr, E, Swanwick, of Milverton, a colleetor of Pewter, has some Tappit Hens into the tops of
which small pewter cups have been fitted, so that the lids can close over them.

Mr., Swanwick has sent the following notes :—" Tappit Hens were never, as is often said, used
for beer, but were ariginally for claret and red wines, which came into Scotland during Queen Mary
and James V1L's time, and 1 believe down to the Georgian era, duty free, and were the great
national drink before whisky. Good Pewter is the only metal which will retain an acid wine
overnight without injury to the wine from metallic poison. When the duty was put on these
wines, whisky came into vogue as the national beverage.

“* Robert Bumns once, when ordering a Tappit Hen full of whisky, is reported to have said to
the landlady :

‘1 am neither Earl or Duke,
So fill it to the very pluke.

“The fourth sized measure, which is very rare (I have them all) was generally brought into a
tavern room along with any single one of the set of three, and was used for serving out the
exact measure of a glass to each of the company in fellowship.™
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standard was again ordered to be used, and the order
vigorously enforced ; the pear-shaped Measures, Nos. 95—
103, coming into general use.

TANKARDS.

104—120. The XVIII. Century Tankards fall
readily into two distinct types, those with straight sides
slightly tapering upwards, and those with pear-shaped
outlines ; both forms were contemporary, the straight-
sided type with domed lid ending in the College Cups (No.
120), and both generally without lids—surviving to the

present day in the ordinary public-house Measures still in
use. The straight-sided variety, however, is seldom found
in use now.

These Tankards were used both as Measures and
Drinking Cups. In the XVIII. Century and after, beaker-
shaped (and other) cups were used to drink from. These
are not included in the collection.

56a. XVIIL. Century example of a straight-sided
Measure or Cup without cover, from an inn in Sussex,
inscribed ““ Richard Coleman in Breed, 1687.” (See
accompanying illustration.)
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BOWLS, PORRINGERS, JUGS, ETC.

122—127. Bowls, Porringers, sometimes called
Barber's Bowls : the smaller vessels of this form with one
car also known as Wine-tasters.

No. 124 is a Bleeding-bowl ; the rings round the inside
to measure the blood drawn. No. 127 is the rare Scotch
“ Quaigh " (Plate II.) Quaighs were common enough in
Scotland, and made in a variety of materials and sizes,
but specimens in Pewter are rarely to be found. They
were used as drinking-cups, the larger ones being also used
for porridge, as No. 126 (Plate II.)—a porringer probably
of French make, and comparatively recent. Nos, 122 and
125 are also figured in Plate II. (See a good specimen in
the Walter Collection.)

128—130. Inlooking at the Tankards and Measures
we can well imagine the good liquor that flowed freely
out of them, accurately measured no doubt, when the
potman had not purposely dented the vessels to reduce
their capacity ; but sometimes topers watered their
liquor. These three jugs (Nos. 128—130) are a type
which commonly stood on the inn counter in the XVIII.
Century. Nos. 128 and 129 would also be used for spiced
ale, the inside of the lip having a strainer to keep the
toast from falling into the cup.

131, 132, 132a. Candlesticks, made abundantly
by the pewterer at all times, are only represented in this
collection by these three specimens of Jacobean days.
The square one is of a rare shape, also found in silver,
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(See accompanying illustrations ; two of the examples are
figured in The Connoisseur, ix., 117-8).
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Nos. 131 AND 1322, Two JacoBeaN CANDLESTICKS.

DISHES AND PLATES.

133, 134, 136—181. A garnish of Pewter con-
sisted of twelve dishes, twelve plates, and twelve saucers.
Dishes and plates are common, but if Nos. 133 and 134
are saucers, it is difficult to account for their extreme
rarity. (Possibly they are patens.)

Dishes and Chargers were made in great variety, and
under various names, varying from the size of a dinner
plate upwards to two feet or more in diameter, and varying
also in comparative depth and in the width of the brim.
They are of great decorative value in a collection, and are
more often marked than other vessels. Those exhibited
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are mainly intended as a background to set off the various
“ Hollow Wares,” as the Flagons, Tankards, Measures, and
Cups were called. As a general rule the broader the brim
the older the dish or plate; some early plates, however,
have very narrow rims. The earlier dishes or plates are
often marked on the face ; later ones on the back.

Plates and dishes in this series, have marks of pewterers
in Exeter, Bideford, Barnstaple, and Tiverton; but we
have no records of Somerset pewterers.

No. 147 has the mark of Tho. Scattergood (Warden of
the Pewterers’ Co., in 1760). No. 148, mark of Jonas
Durand, 1699 (Warden of the Pewterers’ Co., 1718-1726).

135. Elaborately-decorated dish with a figure of St.
George in the centre, in ** wriggled "' work (Plate II.)

MISCELLANEOUS.

182—188. These bowls were used in Churches in
Devon and Somerset—in Church fonts and for washing
the sacramental vessels. They were certainly used for
domestic purposes also. When dated they are of the early
XIX. Century.

190. Twenty-two Scotch Communion tokens, for-
merly used in both the Scottish Presbyterian and Episcopal
Churches.

191193, Set of three XVII. Century Measures
from Cornwall. (See Nos. 54 to 56).

194. Pear-shaped XVIII. Century Measure, seven-
and-a-half ins. high.

195. Bénitier (Holy Water Stoup), domestic, Flemish,
XVIII. Century.

196. Measure, hour-glass shaped, probably a Scotch
Spirit Measure.

197. Snuff-box, parcel gilt, English, XVIII. Century.
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PREFACE
To Part II.

In 1908 Mr. T. Charbonnicr, at the invitation of the
Somersetshire Archxcological and Natural History Society,
placed upon loan in Taunton Castle Museum a large
part of his Collection of Pewter. Since that time he has
added considerably to his Collection, and as increased
space has been rendered available in the new Coin Room
of the Museum, it has now been found possible to exhibit
the whole of the Collection, which has been acquired on
loan for several years.

SPOONS.

The series of Spoons, though still short of many
types, now shows more completely the development of
styles from the XIV. to XVIII. Centuries. (See also
Nos. 1-22, p. 10.)

201. Spoon, with handle in the form of a horse’s
hoof. XVII. Century.

206, 207. These Spoons are of a rare XIV.-XV,
Century type; finial tops. No. 206, being of latten or
bronze, is probably XIV. Century. No. 207, pewter gilt.

208. This Spoon with writhen top is another
uncommon form. XVI. Century.

208a. Writhen top Spoon of bronze.
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209—216, 228, 229, with 4—9, 13, 21 (p. 10),
show the change of fashion of * slipped-in-the-stalk "’
Spoons from the XVI. Century—through the gradually
flattened stems expanding more and more towards the
top and developing into the Puritan shape, and then to
the pied de biche rat-tailed Spoon of the time of Queen
Anne. The bowls gradually changed from fig-shaped to

oval.
217, 218. Seal-top Spoons in latten.

219-227. The XVIL-XVII. Century forms are
enriched by a fine series of Apostle Spoons of latten.
These were also made of pewter, but are very rare in
that metal. Base-metal Apostle Spoons do not, like
their silver prototypes, represent the Master, or one of
the twelve (each with his special attributes), but merely
an apostle ; and they are very much alike. None of
them have a nimbus like the silver ones.

229. A late variety of the pied de biche Spoon.

230. Brass Spoon. XVIII. Century.

230a. Spoon, acorn knop, XIV.-XV. Century.
FFound in the grounds of Glastonbury Abbey.

231, 232. Gun-metal Moulds ; No. 231 for pied
de biche Spoons, No. 232 for shield or wavy-edged rat-
tailed Spoons, about 1700. The point of the handle
would be turned over to form a hook.

COMMUNION PLATE.

233.* Flagon of the XVII. Century.
234, 235. Fine examples of the large Flagons of
the end of the XVII. and early XVIII. Century, with

* The Flagon, No. 26, p. 12, from Stanton St. Bernard, Wilts (wo¢ Glos. as stated on
p. 12), has been removed by Mr, Cuarsoxsies from the collection—H, Sr, G. G,
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spreading bases. The upper part of the double handle
was used in pouring from the full flagon, and the lower
part when the vessel was half empty. This double handle
was not long in fashion. The spout of No. 234 shows it
to be later in date than No. 235, which is figured in
Plate III.

236. Beautiful little Chalice of the XVII. Century.

237, 238. Two Chalices, or chalice-shaped cups.
XVIII. Century.

238a, 238b. Chalice and Paten,—the latter with
mark of Thomas Alderson.

239, 240. Altar-cruets. The “A” on No. 239
indicates that it was used for water,
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241. Perhaps a Paten, with three scrolled feet.
Figured in Plate V. Many shapes have come down to us
in sacramental vessels (from the greater care that was
taken of them), while the contemporary secular ones
have been destroyed. In post-Reformation pewter there
are no forms that were specially or exclusively made for
Church use.

DISHES. (See also pp. 22-23.)

242. This rosewater Dish is similar to some in use
v as alms-dishes in London City churches. This fine relic of
the pewterers’ craft in the days of Charles I. has the royal
arms in enamel on the central boss. Figured in Plate IV,

243. This rosewater Dish is of the same date or
earlier, and has a boss depicting a figure playing on a
harp and riding on a dolphin in relief. Figured in
Plate 1V. These dishes were made for the decoration
of the sideboard or buffet, and accompanied by an ewer
(filled with rosewater) were used for washing the fingers
at meals, before forks had come into general use.

244, Finely decorated Dish with a peacock and
other ornament in wriggled work. According to the
mark on the back it was made by Samuel Hodge and
dated 1707. The initials on the front are those of the
owner, or the owner and his wife.

245. Another Dish, probably of the early XVII.
Century, with a vase of flowers and laurel wreaths in
wriggled work. It bears the maker's mark, LS., in a
shield, five times repeated on the front. Figured in
Plate III.

TANKARDS, ETC. (See also p. 20.)

246—249. Early XVIII. Century Tankards, of
the straight-sided type.
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250—258. Measures of various shapes.

259. Jug, pear-shaped, with iron handle.

260—264. Beakers or Drinking-cups of various
outlines.

265. Gracefully-moulded Bowl on foot.

266, 268, 269, 270. Bowls.

271, 271a. Sauce-boat and Spoon in the style of
silver plate ; George II. period. Both figured in Plate V.

272,273. Candlesticks, Jacobean. (See Nos. 131,
132, 132a, pp. 21-22.)

274—278. Candlesticks. XVIII. Century.

279, 280. Inkstands.

281, 282. Tobacco-jars. The coloured and gilt-

decoration of No. 282 is unusually successful. The
colouring of pewter was generally more or less of a failure.

PLATES, ETC.

283—285. Hot-water plates. No. 285 is par-
ticularly interesting, being engraved with the arms and
motto of the Sublime Society of Beefsteaks, founded in
1735 for twenty-four members, increased subsequently
to twenty-five to admit the Prince of Wales, afterwards
George IV. A beefsteak and arrack punch were the
principal items of the dinners held at the Lyceum Theatre.

286. Hot-water Dish.

287—292. Set of six “Merry Man' Plates.
These sets of plates were made for some years in Lambeth
delft, but are very rare in pewter. They are of the
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second half of the XVIIIL. Century. Each line is engraved
on a separate plate, viz. :—

Batchelor ; No. 320, by John Hodge, Tiverton. Nearly
all of them are marked, but the touches have not yet been
identified.

FOREIGN PEWTER.
Foreign Pewter is really outside the scope of this

collection, but a few typical examples are shown here.

368. Food-bottle or Jar in serpentine, with pewter
screw on lid (Plate V)

369. Gargoulette or Biberon, with iron swing
handle and curious hinge. Swiss.

370, 371. Pair of large Flagons, with thumb-
piece ending in a ram’s head, and a small dolphin on lid.

In 1930 and 1931 - H H Cotterell gave exhibitions
of Old Pewter in at least two stores.

This short article shows extracts from The
Connoisseur Magazine concerning these.

The Loan Exhibition of Scottish Art and Antiquities
This is explained in the Forward to the Catalogue
It appears to have been held in London at a Private house.

There were some 1267 exhibits of which some 66 were said to be old
pewter - though perhaps the Beggars' Badges also might have been.

Loan pieces were sent mostly by known Scottish members of The
Society of Pewter Collectors
